in completing Pre-Qualification Questionnaires (PQQ’s)
•	 Free Workshops - on tendering and negotiation to improve 

your chances of winning contracts in both the public and 
private sectors

Other activities under Stepclever include a series of ‘Meet the 
Buyer’ & ‘Meet the Supplier’ events designed to introduce local 
companies to some of Merseyside’s major buying organisations.  
Representatives of Sefton MBC and Liverpool City Council will be 
present on 24 September with guidance on how to do business 
with these Councils, and other public agencies.
